¢ Alabel bearing the following information must be affixed to the work(s):

o Artist’'s Name (and contact details if work is for sale)
o Title of work

o Medium

o Price (if applicable)

e Previously-submitted works should not be again submitted.

e There will be no selection process (unless numbers are unexpectedly high), so
participants are requested to bring only works which are in their opinion, their
strongest.

e Please contact the curator if you wish to submit extra-large work.

e Exhibitors are requested to leave work hanging until the close of the exhibition and it
can be collected from Jo’s Boutique, Strand St, from March 21 onwards.
